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Workshop: ELT and Assessment Strategies in the Changing Scenario

An interactive English Language Teaching workshop was organized by OUP with special focus on the changes introduced by CBSE catering to the changing scenarios. The workshop was facilitated by OUP author and educationist, Ms Gayatri Khanna. Teachers and principals from various prominent schools across Delhi participated in the workshop that introduced the teachers to the latest interactive methodologies for English language teaching. The workshop spelled out the importance of child-centered approach to teaching language. It imparted the way of teaching essential grammar, spellings and punctuation skills to the students. The resource person presented information surrounding the seven changes introduced by CBSE to create complete individuals equipped with 21st century skills. The workshop aimed to refresh, inspire and enliven the art of teaching among the teachers. The importance of Experiential Learning, Integration of Art in lessons as well as Life Skills Integration was discussed along with example exercises that could be used by the teachers in classrooms with large number of students. The hands-on workshop was a tremendous success which included number of activities that teachers can use in their classrooms such as 'Running Dictation, Imaginative stories, Silent Dictation, Turn Coat, Memory Dictation, Shadow Dictation, Prediction of Story etc. The skills like teaching 21st century learners, short term and long term lesson planning and helping students with challenges they face with grammar and comprehension were discussed by Ms. Gayatri.
The four-hour workshop was followed by an interactive Question- Answer session where doubts of the teachers were taken up by the resource person. The workshop ended with launch of the new edition of New Oxford Modern English (Classes I to VIII) authored by Ms Gayatri Khanna herself.
