He broke into the realm of public
attention in the 1980s after he hacked into the
North American Defense Command (NORAD).
There is a hacker attack every 39 seconds
A Clark School study at the University of
Maryland is one of the first to quantify the near-
constant rate of hacker attacks of computers
with Internet access— every 39 seconds on
average, affecting one in three Americans every
year —and the non-secure usernames and
passwords we use that give attackers more
chance of success 43% of cyber attacks target
small business 64% of companies have
experienced web-based attacks.  62%
experienced phishing & social engineering
attacks. 59% of companies experienced
malicious code and botnets and 51%
experienced denial of service attacks. small
organizations (those with fewer than 500
employees) spend an average of $7.68 million
per incident.
